The BIP involves cooperation between three universities, one
of which organises a workshop, summer school or other
intensive programme. The BIP includes both a physical and
virtual part.

=trip of 5-30 days’ duration
» students must obtain at least 3 ECTS during the mobility

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The selection of students for short-term mobility is the
responsibility of the departmental coordinator and relates to
a specific programme abroad.
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The administrative procedure for the trip is the same as for a
classic Erasmus+ study trip.

In the application in the app, the student enters only the
name of the programme and the number of credits they are to
receive for it (at least 3 ECTS) in their curriculum.
